CONFLENT-CANIGO WALKS

EVOL: the CAMI RAMADER
A long, rewarding walk up a valley above Olette, following an ancient transhumance* route

Duration: 6h00 (plus stops)

Distance: 16 km

Waymarks: yellow-and-white

Difference in altitude between highest and lowest
points: 870 metres

You climb in total: 900 metres

Level of difficulty: Hard

* Transhumance: "The action or practice of moving
livestock from one grazing ground to another in a
seasonal cycle, typically to lowlands in winter and
highlands in summer" (Oxford Dictionaries).

Cami Ramader (Catalan) translates as "livestock track",
but here it means more specifically an animal
transhumance route.

ROUTE DESCRIPTION

Start: Roadside car park to the north of Evol, just
below the village church. Altitude 790m. (It may
also be possible to park 800m further along the D4
road, at Thuir d'Evol; altitude 800m.)

Follow the D4 road towards "Thuir d'Evol"”. (Don't take a
turning on the left by a sign saying "Thuir d'Evol".)
Where the road ends, continue ahead on a footpath.
Next to a small bridge over the river (1), follow the path
towards the right. The path climbs. There are loose
stones on some sections. The "Riviére d'Evol" is always
below, on the left.

Cross to the other side of the river at the "Pont de La
Llosa" (2).

Cross the river again, at the "Pont de Bege" (3).

After about another half-hour of climbing, the path
passes close by a former slate quarry. On the left,
beyond the river, looms the jagged "Roc dels Moros".
Cross the river again, at the "Pont des Agouilles™ (4). A
little further up, after crossing a tributary valley, the
path passes close to the "Cortal d'en Broch" (up a grass
path on the left). "Cortals" were stone-built animal
shelters. You pass several others, most of them falling
into ruin, on this circuit.

After crossing semi-open areas with the remains of
many drystone walls, the path climbs through a forest.
The path crosses to the other side of the river on
another bridge. Not long afterwards, the path reaches a
picnic area by the "Refuge de la Mouline" (5). This is the
turning point of the walk.

From the refuge, cross the nearby track. Go to the right,
between animal enclosures and the track, for a short
distance. Then take a path going up into the forest to
the left of the road. This path was used for timber
extraction.

At first, the path follows the contour line, parallel to the
track. Then it crosses an avalanche corridor (timber
which may have been brought down by an avalanche
lies scattered about). Then the path continues to
traverse the hillside, climbing as it does so.

You eventually meet a fairly wide forest track. Go right,
along that track. Follow it for about 2.5 kilometres.

At a point where the track curves to the left, take a path
on the right which goes down through some pine trees.

Mountain code of conduct

0 Check the weather forecast
0 Go well equipped: with walking shoes or boots, a
sunhat and some drinking water
0 Keep to waymarked routes
0 Respect fauna and flora
0 Carry out all your litter
0 Actin accordance with signs and notices
0 Leave gates and fences as you find them
0 Make no unnecessary noise
0 Don't light fires

Follow the waymarks carefully here. Where the path
emerges into open ground, there is a magnificent
panorama ahead.

The path bears to the left. Before descending too far,
leave the path for a few metres by descending to the
right and searching for the "Cortal Llounga" (6). It is an
impressive structure, with its roof seemingly still intact.
Return to the path and follow it down into a wooded
coombe. After crossing the coombe, the path goes to
the right and makes a long descent across an open
hillside.

After passing by the ruins of two cortals (7), you come
to a small slate quarry. There, the path goes to the right
of the ridge line.

As the path zig-zags down the slope, you have eagle's-
nest views towards the village of Evol and its castle. You
can also see, on the other side of the valley, the village
of Oreilla.

Further down, you pass to the right of the remains of
Evol castle (where some restoration work is being
carried out). But take care there - the site has not been
officially declared safe for visits by members of the
public.

Below the castle, the path meets a track - go left, down
the track. After about 100 metres, take a path on the
right. It immediately goes around the restored
thirteenth-century Saint-Etienne chapel.

Follow the path beyond the chapel. It zig-zags downhill
and soon meets a road. Go right here if you left your
vehicle at the parking space in Thuir d'Evol. Otherwise
go left, over a bridge. The car park at the start of this
walk is then a short distance along the road, on the
right.

Le Cami Ramader d’Evol

Départ : Parking a gauche a la sortie d’Evol. Possibilité de se garer au Parking de
Thuir d’Evol - 800 m.

Suivre la « D4 » en direction de « Thuir d’Evol ».
A la sortie, prendre le sentier.
ﬂ A hauteur du petit pont en bois, suivre le sentier vers la droite.
Ce sentier qui monte (quelques petits pierriers ), longe la Riviere d’Evol.
E «Pont de La Llosa»
E « Pont de Bége »
Aprés 30mn de montée, le sentier passe au-dessus d’une ancienne ardoisiéere et
contourne par la droite le « Roc dels Moros ».
ﬂ « Pont des Agouilles » Apreés le pont, le sentier contourne le « Cortal d’en Broch ».
Aprés le passage d’une clairiere, le sentier monte dans la Forét pour rejoindre le
« Refuge de La Mouline ».
E Apreés le Refuge, traverser la route goudronnée, longer le cortal (parc a bestiaux) par la
droite, puis la cloture sur 30 métres.
Prendre a droite une vieille tire a bois qui part a I'horizontale, parallelement a la route.
Traverser un couloir d’avalanche (bois couché). La tire monte légérement.
Arrivée sur la piste forestiere, la prendre a droite et la suivre sur environ 2,5 km.
Prendre a droite, dans le virage, la sente qui descend dans les pins.
Le sentier sort de la forét (vue panoramique).
E « Cortal Llougna » Une halte s'impose pour visiter ce cortal
Retour sur ses pas pour reprendre le sentier qui descend en direction de la combe
boisée.
Le sentier traverse une croupe herbeuse, balisé par des cairns (tas de pierres).
Aprés le passage de deux ruines (cortals), arrivée sur une ancienne ardoisiére. Le sentier
bascule sur la droite dans la pente (cairns).
Dans le virage en épingle a cheveux, tres belle vue sur le village d’ « Evol » et son
chateau. En face, le village d’« Oreilla ».
Continuer la descente et contourner par la droite le « Chateau d’Evol ( ruines en cours
de restauration)».
Par mesure de sécurité, la visite intérieure du chateau est déconseillée
Le sentier passe sous le chateau.
A la route goudronnée, prendre a gauche, puis a droite pour rejoindre , la « Chapelle
Saint-Etienne ».
Le sentier descend et rejoint la route goudronnée au niveau d’un pont.
Retour, a gauche, au parking d’Evol ou, a droite, au parking de Thuir d’Evol.
